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Trial in a Box

Introduction

APSE training, in partnership with the Road Safety Markings Association (RSMA) and the National
Highways Academy (NHA,) is offering local authorities the opportunity to experience a “mock
trial” following a fatal traffic accident.

This is a pilot event aiming to show a stark picture of the ripple effect of poor working practices
and the real impact it can have on lives.

This initial pilot includes an engaging and emotive film production designed to reinforce the
point that, following proper procedure is not only a legal requirement, but can and does prevent
potentially catastrophic outcomes with serious consequences (including custodial sentencing).

The film is split into bite size sections that allow the trainers to engage with the delegates after
each section for discussion and opinion.

The presentation deals with relevant sections of Health & Safety Law but delegates will not be
aware of how the sections will unfold. Full information will be provided in handouts at the end
of the course.

1 Suggest how the points highlighted in the workshop may be incorporated back in the
workplace
