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Green Flag Award Judging

One of 1,000 trained judges from
across the UK will carry out a desk
assessment and a site visit.

Judging will take place between 1
April and 25 June 2013.

Each applicant receives a feedback
form from their judge.
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Green Flag Flags awarded

Winners across the UK announced on 28/29 July.
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Green Flag Community Award

Recognises high quality green
spaces managed by voluntary and
community groups.

All community green spaces are
eligible to enter, as long as they are
freely accessible to all and unlocked
as much as possible.

Assessed against similar criteria
(except ‘Marketing’) in a similar way.
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Green Flag for Parks in Scotland

There were 1,424 green spaces flying the Green Flag Award
flag in 2012 - 44 Green Flag Awards, and 2 Green Flag
Community Awards in Scotland.

In 2013 there were 56 Scottish applications.
Aberdeenshire, Dundee, East Lothian, East Renfrewshire,
Edinburgh, Fife, Glasgow, Heriot Watt University, Midlothian,

North Lanarkshire, and Perth and Kinross all participate in
the scheme.
